Assuming that there will be no change in the issued share capital of the Company between
the date of this announcement and completion of the Placing, the Placing Shares represent
approximately 17.48% of the Company’s existing issued share capital and approximately
14.88% of the Company’s issued share capital as enlarged by the allotment and issue of
the Placing Shares.

The Placing Shares will be allotted and issued under the General Mandate.

The Placing is conditional upon, among others, the Listing Committee of the Stock
Exchange granting the listing of, and permission to deal in, the Placing Shares.

The gross proceeds from the Placing will be HK$209,600,000. The Company intends to
use the entire net proceeds of approximately HK$204,100,000 from the Placing as general
working capital of the Group and partial settlement of the consideration relating to the
potential acquisition, if materialized, as mentioned in the Company’s announcement dated
8 September 2015.

The Placing Agent will place the Placing Shares to not less than six independent Placees,
being professional, institutional or other investors, who and whose ultimate beneficial
owners are third parties independent of, not acting in concert (as defined in the Takeovers
Code) with and not connected with the Company and its connected persons. It is expected
that none of the Placees will become substantial Shareholder (as defined in the Listing
Rules) immediately after completion of the Placing.

Number of Placing Shares

Assuming that there will be no change in the issued share capital of the Company between
the date of this announcement and the completion of the Placing (save for the allotment and
issue of the Placing Shares), the 1,048,000,000 Placing Shares represent approximately
17.48% of the Company’s existing issued share capital and approximately 14.88% of the
Company’s issued share capital as enlarged by the allotment and issue of the Placing Shares.
The aggregate nominal value of the Placing Shares under the Placing will be HK$2,620,000.
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Placing Price

The Placing Price of HK$0.2 per Placing Share represents:

(i) a discount of approximately 17.7% to the closing price of HK$0.243 per Share as
quoted on the Stock Exchange on 17 September 2015, being the date of the Placing
Agreement;

(ii) a discount of approximately 18.0% to the average closing price of HK$0.244 per Share
as quoted on the Stock Exchange for the five consecutive trading days up to and
including 16 September 2015; and

(iii) a discount of approximately 10.7% to the average closing price of approximately
HK$0.224 per Share as quoted on the Stock Exchange for the ten consecutive trading
days up to and including 16 September 2015.

The Placing Price, which was agreed after arm’s length negotiation between the Company
and the Placing Agent, was determined with reference to the prevailing market price of the
Shares. The Directors consider that the terms of the Placing are on normal commercial terms
and are fair and reasonable and in the interests of the Company and its Shareholders as a
whole.

Ranking of Placing Shares

The Placing Shares, when issued and fully paid, will rank pari passu in all respects among
themselves and with the Shares in issue on the date of allotment and issue of the Placing
Shares.

General Mandate

The Placing Shares will be allotted and issued under the General Mandate granted to the
Directors by a resolution of the Shareholders passed at the annual general meeting of the
Company held on 29 May 2015 pursuant to which the Directors are authorised to allot and
issue up to 1,048,191,955 new Shares. The Placing will utilize 99.98% of the General
Mandate.

As at the date of this announcement, no new Shares have been issued and allotted under the
General Mandate. Accordingly, the issue of the Placing Shares is not subject to the approval
of the Shareholders.

Conditions of the Placing

Completion of the Placing is conditional upon:

(i) the Listing Committee of the Stock Exchange granting the listing of, and permission to
deal in, the Placing Shares; and
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(ii) the transactions contemplated by the Placing Agreement not being prohibited by law or
regulation or interpretation thereof (including without limitation, any statute, order, rule,
regulation, request, judgement or directive promulgated or issued by any legislative,
executive, judicial or regulatory body or authority) in Hong Kong or other jurisdiction
which is applicable to the Company or the Placing Agent.

If the conditions are not fulfilled on or prior to the Long Stop Date, the Placing Agreement
will lapse and none of the parties shall have any claim against the other for costs, damages,
compensation or otherwise save for any antecedent breach of the Placing Agreement.

Termination of the Placing

The Placing Agent may terminate the Placing Agreement without any liability to the

The Company intends to use
the entire net proceeds of approximately HK$204,100,000 from the Placing as general
working capital of the Group and partial settlement of the consideration relating to the
potential acquisition, if materialized, as mentioned in the Company’s announcement dated 8
September 2015. The net proceeds raised per Placing Share will be approximately
HK$0.195.
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The Directors are of the view that the Placing will enlarge the shareholder base and the
capital base of the Company. In addition, the net proceeds of the Placing will strengthen the
Group’s financial position for future development of the Group. Accordingly, they consider
that the Placing is in the interests of the Company and the Shareholders as a whole.
